1) Sex: biological sex, given since she was born, the source of
biological function such as pregnancy

@) Gender: social and cultural sex, learned sex based on biological

sex, learning the role and the attitude of men and women in the

given society

(3) Sexuality: comprehensive definition, based on biological sex and
gender; sexuality includes needs, value system, behavior, emotion,

and fantasy on sex that an individual has as a sexual existence.

healthy sexual identity. A person with this view orients the
gender equality and wants to participate in forming open and
human society.

3) Preconditions for Understanding Sexuality

(D Understanding should be based on one’s whole personality:
Sex includes biological, psychological, and social issues; Sex
education should start since one is born and is needed in the
every stage of the person’s life cycle; every human being (even
thet old, the very young, and the handicapped) is a sexual
existence.

(2) The importance of sexual self-determination: It is essential to
understand the importance of one’s desire and responsible
attitude to resolve the needs; one has power to refuse the
unwanted touch and relationship; one should know how to
respect the partner’s position on sexual issues; it is important to
accept the diversity on various sexual attitude.

(3 One should have the critical perspective towards distorted value

@ Both men and women should have medical knowledge on sex
(hygiene, STD, contraception, marriage and child rearing).

4) Understanding the Sex Role

Sex role is an important concept t0 understand oneself. Just like the
process of learning the language, one is born with the given biological
sex, she has to learn the socially acceptable sex, which is gender,
composed of language, gesture, and emotions. These are the
important basis of sexuality, so you can communicate with others by

expressing yourself and understanding the partner’ needs.

* Important Concepts to Understand Gender

(1) Sexual identity: acknowledging and accepting one’s biological
sex: a child understands the difference of male and female when
she is 2-3 years old, and completely develops the sexual identity

when she is 5-6 years old.

@) Sex role: the attitude, role and behavior as it is defined in a society

for men and women

@) Sex role identity: formed when she accepts the socially given sex
role and internalizes it; one builds this identity throughout her life.

@) Stereotype on sex role: not about the given different between men
and women but about the how a society defines the roles
differently for men and women. This stereotype is so strong, SO

people usually regard it as natural and congenital. Two maj

st'ereotypes are expectation on sex role and semjx(a);
discriminative ideology. These views think that the difference
between men and women starts from biological difference and
men and women have different characteristics (example: men are
aggressive and women are passive). Therefore, the role between
men and women should be different. Furthermore, this view says
fhat men are superior than women and men’s abilities are more
1mpo'|1ant than women’s abilities (example: intelligent versus
emotional). However, this view has been criticized by the
development of related researches and women’s movement. These
researches show that the difference between men and won;cn are

not that big and that gender and sexualities are mainly learned- not
born with.




2. Sexual

1) What is Sexual Violence

Only recently, after 1980s, the sexual violence became thc. social issu:
in Korea. Special Law on Sexual Violence was'enacled in 191‘)3 anlS
implemented in 1994. From the feminist perspective, s'exual vmbe:ace nd
not only rape but also all kinds of sexual, physical, verba ar;

emotional violence. It includes sexual harassment, sexual assau‘ ft,
genitals exposure, stalking, sexual assault on children,. gang rape, w:.e
rape, burglary and rape, showing pornography, usmg' someone :;
pornography production, trafficking, etc. Also, the behaviors that Cal;

the worries about the possible sexual violence can be regarded as the

indirect sexual violence.

2) Myth on the Sexual Violence

() Sexual violence is committed only by a stranger.
@) Sexual violence happens because of men’s uncontrollable sexual
impulse.

3) Various Types of the Sexual Violence

There are various types of sexual violence: sexual violence on children,
sexual violence on adolescents, date sexual violence, sexual violence in
working place, cyber sexual violence, etc.

4) The Impact of the Sexual Violence

(D Emotional area: anxiety, depression, insomnia, eating disorder,
powerlessness, anger, guilty feeling, low self-esteem, suicide -or
self-injury, schizophrenia, nervous breakdown, etc.

(2) Cognitive area: Distorted cognitive function brings abnormal
behavior. For example, the victim might think that she lost her
chastity (purity), and she feels self-hatred that causes suicide
attempt.  In case the sexual violence happened in a life-
threatening situation, she might have the disassociation symptom
in which she takes the experience as if it is the third person’s
experience, not her own.

@ Social area: The victim might have difficulty in interpersonal
relationship in general and especially relationship with other men.

@ Physical area: bruises, headache, STD, continuing bleeding,
pregnancy. If the victim is very young, more serious problems
such as rupture of vagina and infertility might happen.

(5 Sexual area: refusal of sexual relationship with the spouse,
feeling pain during sexual intercourse, compulsive and obsessive

sexual behavior, falling into the prostitution due to the low self-
esteem.

6) How can we protect our children from sexual violence
and wrong information.

Our children are exposed to the all kinds of information on sex by the
mass media even before they have any idea. Parent cannot isolate the
children from the excessive information. Parent must know that sexual
violence are committed by those who are familiar with the victim (about
70%) like the family, relative or neighbor. How can parent protect

children?

1) Provide sex education to the children when they are young,
Children who have shared dialogue on sex with parent learn that
sex is not something that have to be hide or seductive. So they
can easily learn the danger of sexual violence and sexual
harassment. Children who received no education became
frightened or can have curiosity when stranger approach to them.
Also they have no idea what is happening to them and cannot

resist.

@ Educate children to distinguish good/bad feeling and recommend
to express it frankly.
Any behavior that children do not want must not be forced by
adult. If children are recommended to Kiss or hug someone they
don't like, they learn that they have to follow what elder people

told to do.

® Pros and cons: very simple method; effective for preventing

® How to use: <Before Sex> Use condom as soon as the penis
erected; Due to premature ejaculation, don’t try to use condom
right before the ejaculation; Leave the space at the end of the
condom for ejaculation, otherwise the condom will be torn; Be
careful not to include the air at the end of the condom.
® <After Sex> Remove the condom right after ejaculation; Be
careful so the sperm does not leak into the vagina; Use a new
condom every time when you have sex; Do not use any kind of
oil with condom; If the condom is sticky or hard, do not use the
condom even though it is new; Keep condom in a dry and cool
place; Do not keep condom for long in your wallet or pocket;
Cooperate with your partner to wear condom, so it can be part of

the foreplay!!

(2 Oral contraceptive
There are two types of oral contraceptives.
® One is combination of estrogen and progesterone:

Suitable for young women under 35 years old; not good for the
women over 35 years old, smoker, women with history of heart
disease, obesity, migraine, high blood pressure, and / or liver
disease
Side effects: Sometimes causes increase of the menstruation,
headache, increase of the blood pressure, depression, increase of
the weight.
Progesterone only:
Better to use this in case above combination style causes too
much side effect.
Advantage: little side effect, no problem in breast-feeding
Disadvantage: need to take it exactly same time everyday,
increased flow of the menstruation.
How to use:
There are 21 tablets and 28 tablets.. Start to take it on the fifth
day of menstruation - one tablet a day. In case of 21 tablets, take
it for three weeks and stop taking for one week. In case of 28
tablets, take it for four weeks without stop. It is good if you take
it same time, hopefully in the evening, everyday.
If you miss one day, take one tablet right away, then take one
more in the evening.
If you miss more than three days, you have to use other methods
of contraception for the remaining days of the month.
Advantage and disadvantage
-Advantage: 99.5% success rate
-Disadvantage: If you have the chronic illness such as headache,
high blood pressure, depression, it might get worse; if you take
the pills more than 4 years it increase the possibility of skin
cancer (twice) and cancer of the womb (3-5 times). Also, taking
pills increases the chance to have STD, since the inside of the
womb turned into alkali.

This method should be used at least after the 6 months of
observation and the couple should be willing to have baby in
case of being pregnant.

Daily Basal Body Temperature

Temperature slightly drops at ovulation time (0.5 C) and rise
after ovulation.

You have to measure the temperature in the morning before you
get up.

It is better if you use this method with the observation of cervical
mucus characteristics: clear, slippery, elastic at ovulation.

Spermicide

Spermicide is the chemically active substance that kills sperms.
There are various types such as vaginal foam, jelly, cream and
vaginal sponge.

How to use: Put the spermicide before the start of the intercourse
since it takes time for the spermcide to be resolved. The effect
last only 30 min to 1 hour, so if sex takes longer than that, one
more spermicide should be used; When you put it into your
vagina, put it deeply otherwise it will not be effective. Try not to
move too much during having sex; it is better to choose the
position of lying down during the sexual intercourse.

High failure rate of preventing pregnancy (10-28%), but very
effective if it is used with the condom (99% success rate).

Side effect: long-term use might cause vaginitis. In this case, you
need hospital visit.

Tubal Ligation
Tubal ligation is a sterilization of a woman by closing off the
uterine tubes with a ligator: effectiveness (greater than 99.5%);
