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Health

Recommendations for NGOs:

1. Occupational Health and safety issues of women workers should be placed high on the
agenda of women’ s organizations.

2. Collaborative work can be initiated and shared between women’'s and laber movements to
ensure that regulations and services are effectively implemented.

3. Unions should advocate for workers education classes and meetings on the right to a safe
and healthy workplace, including day cares and health service centers, where appropriate, to
also look into causes related to women’s mental ill health (i. e. work stress, depression, sexual
harassment, promotion of unnecessary drugs).

4. women's organizations should ve involved in determining research priorities and carry out
the research themselves. More research need to be initiated on women’'s health particularly on
women’ s mental health including illnesses women face and women's experience with health care
services. Specific research on health conditions and needs of women working in the informal
sector, and with chemicals, computers, homebased devices and other tools is necessary.

5. Forge alliances with community based health and mental health groups to strengthen a
gender sensitive analysis, interpretation and implementation of health programmes.

6. Encourage the participation of mental health groups who may be formalized and accredited
as NGOs for the Beijing Conference to ensure vibrant discussions and recommendations on
mental health issues.

7. Collect informaticn on women's use of pharmaceuical.

8. Disseminate information on pharmaceutical in popular language.

9. Advocate and lobby for women-centered health policies.

10. Ensure that treatment and care of women with HIV/AIDS is as efficient and accessible as it
is for men:




11. Enable women with HIV to make more informed decisions about their health care and
reproductive concerns through better access to accurate information and education programs.

12. Estabilsh more support services for careers of people with HIV/AIDS:

13. Seek resources to accurately inform themselves and their communities about HIV/AIDS:

14. Public health measures and community action designed to prevent HIV/AIDS and STD
must also consider other illnesses previously considered non STDs such as hepatitis B.
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SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY

Recommendations

1. We should conceptualise S & T to humanise. demystify and popularise it to enable women to
use, understand and criticise S & T in their own lives.

2. We recommend development/sharing of science and technolz}gy that can provide sustainable
economic development, encourage women' s community participation and takes into account
special needs, conditions and interests of women particularly the marginalised and the
disadvantaged.

3. We recommend to the Un to encourage the formation and operation of national and regional
“think tanks” to include NGOs, government representatives and women in S & T to
explore/research the relationship berween S & T and human well-being.

4. We should identify relation between people in and affected and technology. The intention is
to create a community to include

-people who relate S & T in their ordinary experience
-the scientists and technologists in theoretical and laboratory contexts.

This would encourage the sharing of knowledge in S & T, develop understanding of the impact
of S & T, and open new areas where S & T might enable people.

5. We recommend to the UN to advise and facilitate member nations to support and empower
women s community groups to feed their views into national, regional and global legislation
about S & T.

6. We urge the government to include more gender sensitive men and women in decision
making about S & T policies.

7. We recommend governments support a reciew of what is understood by success in science
and technology, the community and the family. In this way family activity can be incorporated
into a notion of success and women can fully participate in the science community. (research and
development, applied technology, and education)

Why:To review and appraise the
advancement of women since 1985 in terms of
the objectives of the Nairobi Forward-looking
Strategies for the Advancement of Women to
the Year 2000.

To mobilize women and men at both the
policy-making and grass roots levels to
achieve those objectives.

To adopt a “Platform for Action”,
concentraling on some of the key issues
identified as representing a fundamental
obstacle to the advancement of the majority of
the women in the world. It will include
elements relating to awareness-raising,
decision-making, literacy, poverty. health,
violence, national machinery, refugees and
technology.

To determine the priorities to be followed in
1996-2001 for implementation of the
Strategies within the United Nations system.

Who:The Conference has been convened by
the United Naitons General Assembly, with
the United Nations Commission on the Status
of Women serving as the Preparatory
Committee. This intergovernmental body.
representing 45 United Nations Member

States, meets annually to formulate

guidelines on actions to improve women’s

status in the economic, political, social,
cultural and educational fields.

Gertrude Mongella (United Republic of
Tanzania)has been appointed Secretary
General of the Conference. Her office and the
Conference secretariat, which is responsible
for organizing the Conference and preparing
its documents, are located at United Nations
Headquarters in New York.

Conference participants and observers will
incoude Governments: organizations of the
United Naitons system: intergovernmental
organizations:national liberation movements
recognized by the Organization of African
Unity:non-governmental organizations;

There have veen three United Nations world
conferences on women. The first conference,
held during International Women's Year in
Mexico City, 1975, led to the declaration by
the United Nations General Assembly of the
United Nations Decade for Women(1976-85).
At the second conference, held in Copenhagen
in 1980, participansts adopted a Programme
of Action for the Second Half of the United
Nations Decade for Women, The third
conference, which look place in Nairobi, 1985,
at the end of the Decade, adopted the
Nairobi Forward-looking Strategies for thr
Advancement of Women to the Year 2000. The
Strategies procide a framework for action at
the national, regional and interantional levels
to promote greater equality and opportunity
for women, They are based on the three
objecitves of the United Nations Decade for
Women-equality, development and peace.

HOW NON-GOVERNMENTAL
ORGANIZATIONS CAN PARTICIPATE:

In the Conference:

Non-governmental organizations{NGOs)are
encouraged to participate in the World
Conference itself, in the parallel forum to be
organized by NGOs and in preparatory
activities at the regional and national levels.
