has not been revealed yet. We are going to listen to the victims of these unfair procedures and what they experienced, what they want now.

NANCEN has petitioned the NHRC to look into the cases and 55 cases were revealed
to fabricated cases and the Ministry of Justice has admitted the result. But the Ministry of Justice just canceled only some of the cases, has not yet
implemented any follow-up measures including scope and status of the investigation, victim remedies and disciplinary proceedings against responsible
individuals. As additional public officials were found to be involved in recent investigations, we believe these cases were the result of Seoul Immigration
policy as well as the Ministry of Justice not simply the fault of an individual civil servant and interpreter.

Therefore, NANCEN will try to determine how refuge interviews were manipulated and by whom. We are questioning that the whole process was

manipulated by the Ministry of Justice to determine that the interviewed refugees are “bogus refugees”.
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It is even difficult for the victims to protest because of the fear of retribution from the government as well as language barriers making relevant
information inaccessible.
